The Mayor asked Transport for London to take the lead on planning the GLA contributiohowwn,
Without My Car!2002. GLA's flagship was on Tower Bridge once again, linked to the new City Hall
building - a partnership event between TfL and City of London, Tower Hamlets, and Southwark.

Bromley

Bromley, a first time participant, used the day to test the idea of a possible future permanent Home Zone
in Geffreys Estate, Mottingham. Two ends of the estate were closed - 80 metres of street - and reallocated
to activities and a demonstration of how the estate could be lived in if a Home Zone were to be
implemented. A climbing wall was installed for the children, and the road was turfed over to create a high
impact safe area that the community can use. Councillor George Taylor said: "We see home zones as
having a broad role and in addition to casualty reduction we have acknowledged these scheme as playing
a potentially significant part in our drive to improve quality of life by bringing communities together,
reducing fear of crime and encouraging healthy play".

The main emphasis was to promote the Home Zone concept to the residents, and get them thinking about
existing problems and possible improvements. The event transformed the roads in the estate and provided
an area where the community could gather and socialise and show residents that cars need not dominate

their streets.

The most important aspect for making the day happen was the willingness of the Estate's Community
Youth Group, chaired by 11 year old Eddie Marshall. This group was behind the idea from the start and
helped design the posters, decide on activities for the day and promote the event throughout the estate.
The group also ran a raffle on the day to raise money for Bromley's local Cancer Ward. Executive
Member for Community Safety, Councillor Charles Rideout said that "Eddie was our key contact and
despite his young age has done wonders as the link between the Council officers and residents".
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Camden

Camden ran the biggest Town, Without My Carévent in UK, a car free area which included the British
Museum, a couple of University buildings, including the main campus for UCL, two large squares, and
two main through routes. Map here There were six zones in the car free area. Each zone was themed and
had a multitude of attractions. All events were free and donations were encouraged - money raised was
split among local charities including Coram Family and the Great Ormond Street Hospital
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A partnership event organised by the London Borough of Croydon and Croydon Cycle Campaign. The
Council arranged for a section of High Street sbetween Park Street and Katherine Street, to be closed for
the day *10am - 4pm,. In the very heart of Croydon, on the main street.

The reclaimed space was used for a range of activities related to alternative forms of transport and any
other fun activities we could squeeze in. Company of Cyclists from York were there with lots of weird

and wonderful cycles for everyone to try out on the cycle track. There was also a separate children's cycle
track which had a variety of bicycles, including a kids rickshaw and scooters. Two Rickshaws were hired
from Downham Cycles Taxis, and drivers gave members of the public rides around the block to
demonstrate the comfort of these environmentally friendly taxis.

Things were relatively quiet until 120'clock eas expected on a Sunday morning!,, when the musical
entertainment arrived in the form of the Carabana Steel band, without whom the day would most
definitely not have had such a carnival spirit! «If | have to give one tip in relation to creating the right
atmosphere at such an event - it's to find yourselves some enthusiastic live musicians - 'the more the
merrier'l.,

Ealing 1: Acton

Churchfield Road Acton was the venue again, and by popular local request the length of car free street
was doubled from 2001. This road is parallel to the Uxbridge Road *A4020, and suffers from a lot of
rat-running motor-traffic. The local community celebrated the area's diversity and cultural mix with a
selection of live music, dancing, food and street cafA©s, children's games, street art and other free
entertainment. Community stalls and help with bicycle maintenance were also available.
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Ealing was the only UK local authority to run two events. Their second event was at Oldfields Circus,
Greenford

For a first time event, Enfield Town certainly went to town! Church Street, Enfield's main retailing street,
was closed to motors between Sarnesfield Road and Sydney Road, allowing for a boulevard environment
and street dancing events with involvement from local churches, schools and cycling and walking groups
promoting a healthy living message.

The day's events were kicked off by Enfield's Mayor's ceremony of closing the road. A number of
performers, bands, local organisations and Enfield citizens took part in the providing entertainment
throughout the day including Jazz, Brass and Rock Bands, Clown Acts, Theatre Groups, DJ Requests and
Line, Jive and Morris Dancing. These were performed on either of the two stages, the performance area or
roaming up and down the length of the street. In addition there were also a number of home-made arts and
craft stalls, fun fair rides, side-show stalls, face painters, food stalls, Dr Bike, local cycling campaigns and
clubs and Council information stands on road safety, environmental groups, public transport and car
sharing.
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Opinion poll results

The standard opinion poll form was downloaded from the ITWMC web site and used on the day.
Interviews were conducted among members of the public who attended the event and all shop owners on
Church Street.

81% knew about the plans in advance, reflecting the success of good local PR work

97% thought that Car Free Day was quite a good idea or a very good idea

Half the interviewees would like the event repeated at least four times a year

86% said they thought traffic is a problem in Enfield

81% agreed with the statement that "it is essential to improve public transport even if, in order to do
this, motorists have less space."

82% said they would shop in this street if it was traffic-free all the time

71% of interviewees were local

® 67% of interviewees were car driver

Additional feedback from Traders not normally open on Sundays showed that it had been well worth their
while opening up especially for this day, and those who normally do open on Sundays reported higher
trading levels than usual.

Event organiser Evita Lake summed up: "Overall the day was very successful in terms of engaging the
local community, raising awareness of environmental issues, improving the economic vitality of the Town
Centre, and providing a great atmosphere for all those whom participated. However, there were a number
of lessons to be learnt to ensure that if a similar event was held in the future it would be even more
successful and create even fewer problems."

Hackney

Mare Street outside the Town Hall */A107 between junction of Paragon Road and Morning Lane, was
closed to motors, giving space for free cycle training tuition and the fabulous Chinese Elvis who kept the
crowds entertained throughout the day. One lane remained open for buses and emergency vehicles.
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The event in Mulgrave Road, North Fulham was considered a great success, with about 500-600 people
visiting during the day. The road has a school on one side and a park on the other and local people were
asked their views on whether the road should be closed permanently and what could be done with the
space if it were.

After the event was opened by the local MP, lain Coleman, we had a steel band, a troupe of African
dancers, drummers, and by way of contrast, Fulham Brass Band and Fulham symphony orchestra wind
sextet, children's entertainment, balloon sculpture and bouncy castle, Dr Bike, demonstration of Oybike
ean innovative cycle hire scheme,, council and police cyclists and road safety units, food, bric-a-brac,
stalls with local community groups such as Friends of the Earth, Agenda 21 and cycling campaign, New
Deal for Communities «the road is in a regeneration area,, community artists doing scrap sculpture. Local
schoolchildren had done some work on this earlier in the week. A "Cybervan" made a video of the event.
All the events were successful and popular, the children's events and Dr Bike particularly so. The nature
of the event was influenced by it being a Sunday and we will probably do something different on next
year's Monday event.
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Haringey

The event was a great success! | was really delighted with how it turned out. At 9am on Sunday morning
the normal flow of cars that circulates around Crouch End's clock tower had stopped. Though | had been
involved in the planning of Haringey's event since March, it wasn't till this moment that | realised what a
powerful impact all the plans and ideas that had been generated in the last few months would have on the
area.

On the junction of Middle Lane and Park Road | lent a hand to some people setting up a stage, whilst
further up the street 20 stalls with colourful canopies were being laid out, and a group of children were
playing football in the road. A man arrived in a van with a bouncy castle shaped like Thomas the Tank
Engine, a ball pond, an inflatable fun run and best of all a bucking bronco which | couldn't wait to try out.
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By 1pm the streets were packed with people enjoying the sunshine and entertainment, and there were very
few problems with motorists. Photographers were there from the local papers, all of which wrote positive
articles in the run up to the event. The event was enjoyed most of all by local children who were delighted
by the pedal bikes and bouncy castles, the street entertainers, the music and activity, and the novelty of
being able to use the road for fun instead of for cars. Everyone involved said what an enormous success
the day had been and many people have called the Council since to say how much they enjoyed it. Local
people and traders are very enthusiastic, and are already enquiring about repeating the event next year.

For one day of the year the street belongs to all citizens, not just car drivers

The most important thing | would pass on for Councils involved for the first time in future is to speak to
entertainments and traders licensing as soon as you decide to get involved. This is the hardest and longest
part of the process, and it is crucial. Our event almost ground to a halt in the last couple of weeks because
we weren't aware of how complicated the issues would be. Ultimately they have the power not to grant a
license, which means a very sad empty space.

Hounslow

Town Hall Avenue was closed to motor traffic to accommodate entertainers and stalls. Displays, activities
and events included recumbent bikes for trial and display purposes, cycle training, travel awareness stall,
street theatre and drawing, story telling and entertainment for children, stilt-walkers, clowns and jazz
bands

The total length of street in the restricted area was 120 metres and the hours of closure were from 11.00 to
19.00 the event ran from 12.30,. Wardens were stationed at each point of entry to guarantee site access
for emergency vehicles.

This area of Chiswick was selected from five alternatives as the location for the event by the Members,
primarily because of the concentration of street life in the vicinity and public amenity.

The event was reasonably successful with up to 150 people in attendance at any one time, despite the
weather being overcast with some showers.

Kingston

Castle Street in Kingston Town Centre was used for music, entertainment and games; and for campaign
messages from local transport/environmental groups.

Lambeth
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Merton

Wimbledon Hill Road was closed to motors between Worple Road & Alexandra Road for a day devoted
to highlighting the environmental benefits of reduced car usage, including stalls, activities, displays and

events.

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A normally busy and often congested 400 metre section of Wanstead High Street including 67 business
addresses was closed to motors for the day. The road was transformed for the day into a thriving street
party with community stalls, children's activities, displays and demonstrations all adding to the festival
atmosphere. The local businesses that opened on the day benefited tremendously from the influx of
visitors measured in the thousands rather than the usual hundreds for a typical Sunday.

An authentic French Market organised by the Wanstead Business Partnership proved to be a great hit and
certainly helped to put Redbridge's Car Free Day on the map.

The Mayor for Redbridge, officially launched the day with over 30 cyclists in all manner of outfits taking
part.

The Mayor and our very own Pearly King and Queen judged a competition for the best outfits with prizes
being awarded to the winners and runners up. This was followed by dancing demonstrations ranging from
Afternoon Tea dances to classical and contemporary styles from the local youth groups, all accompanied
by music from a Jazz Quartet, the John Ongom big band, plus African/Dohl drumming from the local
Wanstead High School.

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A broad spectrum of community groups participated on the day thanks to the efforts of a local community
champion. They ranged from environmental issues and sustainable transport, wildlife conservation and
energy efficiency through to local welfare groups, art and craft, health and fitness, history societies and
leisure activities to name but a few.

In short there really was something for everyone, whether young or old and the comments received on the
day from visitors and participants alike was enthusiastic and supportive.

On the whole the day was a great success, raising the profile of sustainable transport, promoting the local
businesses and community groups and demonstrating what can be achieved when local authorities,
community groups, residents and local retailers work in partnership.

The involvement of the Wanstead Business Partnership and some very active local community champions
was vital for gaining the support of residents, retailers and community groups. This greatly helped to
reduce the co-ordinator's workload and ensured that the local community groups and businesses played a
central role. The initial apprehension, scepticism and belief that the event would cause unnecessary
congestion and a huge inconvenience for all road users faded as its popular support grew and those
opposed to it started to recognise the excellent business, community and environmental opportunities such
an event could facilitate.

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The benefits of this event can be far reaching and long term but there is a tendency for it to be viewed
solely as a sustainable transport campaign resulting in a workload that grows exponentially for the
co-ordinator. However, there are very clear economic, social, health and environmental opportunities that
can be addressed by hosting this event, so why not share the workload sand benefits, around!

Richmond

The Causeway in Teddington was closed to motors on Sat 21st September in a repeat of the 2001 by
popular demand. Activities included an electric bike display, music and stalls.

Richmond Park

The park closed its roads to motor traffic for the day and 20,000 runners on a charity run took advantage
of the vastly improved park.

Southwark

Worked in partnership with LB Tower Hamlets and GLA on the Tower Bridge Car Free Day as last year.

Tower Hamlets

Worked in partnership with LB Southwark and GLA on the Tower Bridge Car Free Day as last year.

Waltham Forest

Approximately 120 metres of Orford Road, in Walthamstow Village, was closed to motor traffic and
parked vehicles for this event. The section of Orford Road for closure was from the junction with Eastern
Av. & Wingfield Rd through to the junction with Beulah Road. The festival offered the local community a
pleasant and safe car free urban environment where they were able to enjoy a FREE festival of
entertainment, live music, environmentally friendly transport exhibits, cycling displays, fun activities and
many additional stalls, and informative displays.

Rest of England
Brighton

Brighton and Hove City Council built on its 2001 successes. There was a larger scale farmers and organic
market, marquees, street entertainment and carnival, teddy bears picnic and "themed" streets,
environmental stalls, cafA© tables and chairs, music, street theatre... There was a strong environmental
and arts flavour with community groups and schools were invited to participate. The following roads were
closed to motor traffic. Prince Albert Street, Bartholomews, East Street, Little East Street all in the "Old
Town" of Brighton from 0800 to 1900.
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Bristol

5000 people enjoyed Bristol city centre streets on the same day as the Bristol Half Marathon which
involved the closing of the whole city centre to traffic during the morning. Major adjacent streets, Baldwin
St, Marsh St, Corn St and surrounding roads remained closed until 6.30pm for a very full programme of
performance and participatory activities which transformed the streets.

In addition to travel information stall and travel survey, activities all run by local artists and performers
included:

Lounge Street with Cabaret and Poets

String Quartet

Flamenco & Morris dance

Bouncy Slide & Mobile Zoo

Football, Basketball & Skateboarding with local teams
Rubbish Men roaming cabaret

The day went very well though was not as busy because the Half Marathon crowd was much smaller than
expected. 183 were surveyed and were overwhelming supportive of the idea, wanting more regular such
events. The Lounge Street was again very popular. It is intended to have even more populist activities and
promotions to attract even more general public rather than the CFD supporters.

Bury

Fun day promotional event, with free rickshaw taxi service around the town centre

Coventry

About 200 people enjoyed the day, which included a radio roadshow, fairground games and competitions,
a mini roundabout and swing boats. The best attended part of the event was a sound stage, where we had
live music acts from Coventry showcasing their work. We are looking to make the day and the week an
annual event.

However it was not as successful as it could have been. This could have been due to a number of factors.
The event was based in Spon Street, which is just outside the main pedestrianised shopping precinct.
Unfortunately there were very few people out shopping in the precinct, which made it even more difficult
to attract people into Spon Street. We had publicity on the local radio station and in the local press, but
this did not seem to encourage people to come to the event.

Nugget of advice - The street we chose to close was chosen because it had no bus routes on it. With
hindsight, it might have been better to choose a busier street and go through the effort of re-routing any
buses.

Guildford

Overall the day went very well despite a few last minute problems with people unable to come etc. We
concentrated our activities around the high street and two adjoining streets which were made car free for
the day. In one of these streets sTunsgate, we erected two marquees, which were filled with displays, craft
stalls, children's games and demonstrations of electric bicycles, scooters and mopeds. The other street
leading onto the high street has a number of cafes and restaurants, which gave the perfect opportunity to
introduce a bit of cafe culture to the centre of Guildford.

My only advice is to make sure that all of the streets you use are suitable and the activity is concentrated.
We were a little stretched, and one of the streets we advertised was not really right for it, so people who
we expected to be stationed down there, moved their displays to the busier streets. Also make sure that
people know that everyone you may have hired/invited is associated with the event.

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Leamington Spa

The main parade in Leamington Spa was closed to all motor traffic between 11am and 5:30pm and split
into various sections:

® Stage area: with local music bands, bhangra dancing, and a fashion show by a local designer were
held.

e On street cafA©: chairs and tables were provided on the road and were used by those sampling
various foods on offer - these included a World CafA®, Crepe stall and food from a local Indian
restaurant.

® Grassed area: Part of the road was turfed - providing a stage for the Wild man of the woods to tell his
sustainability stories.

e Skateboard and bike area: Skateboarding was permitted on a cordoned area of the street and a slow
bike race - with prizes going to those who could travel 10 meters in the slowest time without putting
their feet on the ground was also held.

e Community art workshops: these included a didgeridoo workshop, kite making, balloon modelling
and the spraying of an old car with an environmental message. Pots of chalk were also available, for
children and adults alike, to draw on the road and pavements - one of the most popular events by
farlll

e Stalls: these were held by a number of community groups and local businesses alike - many with an
environmental theme - for instance the TravelWise stall promoting sustainable transport and
Cycleways a local group promoting cycling etc

e Matted area: tai chi demonstrations, salsa dancing workshop and yoga classes were available for all
the public to join in.

® Finale: The day culminated in a procession up and down the parade led by a local samba band.
Included in the procession were cyclists with weird and wonderful bikes, rollerbladers, members of a
walking bus from a local school sthey were carrying a cardboard cut out of a bus that had been made
earlier in the day, and members of the public!

The day was a great success and much discussion has been raised as to holding these events more
regularly - and to pedestrianise the parade permanently!

The most successful events proved to be the most simplest to organise - the chalking on the road, children
sitting and listening to the wild man of the woods telling stories sthese were also probably the cheapest,.
However having a stage in the middle of the road with local bands playing was very effective and having
very diverse acts «from all areas of the community, meant that large crowds were attracted to the event.
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Lewes

The outcome of our venture in Lewes was to realign Cliffe High Street as part of a Planning for Real
exercise - the public were taken on a short guided walk by our consultants and then asked to put their
ideas onto a large map.

Lewes Streets Ahead

Lewes Streets Ahead was a five day exhibition about traffic management and transport in Lewes. -
schemes being exhibited included a new off road cycle route between Lewes and Ringmer, a bus priority
route from Brighton to Ringmer through Lewes and a proposal for a new rail corridor between Newhaven
and Tunbridge Wells. There was also an extensive exhibition focussing on our own staff Travel Plan, a
decimalised parking scheme for Lewes and a new traffic management scheme for the Eastern gateway.

Results

Just under 3,000 people attended exhibition over the five days - this obviously excludes those generally
out shopping or taking part in the 'planning for real' exercise.

We had TV, radio and printed press coverage

The first permanent outcome will be the launch of a countywide car share database being launched in
November

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Liverpool

Liverpool held it's first officialln Town, Without My Carévent, with a host of activities up and down

Bold Street and an all day stage in Concert Square. Bold Street, Wood Street and Slater Street in the city
centre were opened just to pedestrians and cyclists for the day, enabling the streets to be transformed into
a perfect place for people to amble, chat, drink coffee and watch the fantastic array of performers lined up.

94% of visitors said that tHa Town, Without My Carévent was a good idea. The businesses of the Bold
Street area played a part in creating a positive and happy atmosphere throughout the day.

Manchester

Deansgate, a main arterial route across the city centre was closed to motors from St Mary's Gate to St.
Ann Street to link up to one of the pedestrian squares in the centre. There was an arts and crafts market
and a variety of events/activities related to sustainable transport including a mammoth bike ride with over
200 riders expected, a double page promotion in the Manchester Evening News and its county-wide sister
paper, a free city centre bus service was being previewed, and the major bus company offered a 2 for 1
ticket for the day.

Milton Keynes

Road closure to accommodate cycle races, novelty cycles, Car Crusher, Exhibition/Displays in shopping
centre.

Newark

A carnival atmosphere prevailed in Carter Gate, Newark on Saturday 21st September during our 'Quality
Street' event.

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Children had plenty to occupy themselves - when not 'meeting' Dennis the Menace, they played on the
bouncy castle or had their faces painted by our free on-street artist. John Teasdale, a juggler and balance
artist proved extremely popular, attracting large crowds of children and adults alike.

There was plenty for everyone to enjoy; representatives from the local fire and rescue service attended the
event with their fire engine, answering questions and handing out fire safety advice. Three of the
businesses on Carter Gate were directly involved in the day, perhaps the most unusual was Harold's
Gents' Hairdressers whose "Charity Fund-Razor" offered passers-by old-style cut-throat razor shaves, and
raised A£192 for a local charity.

Emphasis was on practical information on sustainable transport options. In the public transport tent
visitors could speak to representatives from local bus operators and pick up bus and rail timetables and
information on discount fare schemes. A new 'low-floor' bus was also on display, courtesy of local firm,
Marshalls. A vintage bicycle display and 'Dr Bike' session combined historic memorabilia with practical
information and support for the modern cyclist, everything from bike maintenance to cycle route
information. In addition there was a display of alternatively fuelled vehicles, an electric car, LPG car and
an electric bike. To encourage people to use sustainable transport on the day, we offered a free tea or
coffee at the on-street cafA®© or a go on the bouncy castle to anyone showing their public transport ticket
dated that day. To reduce opportunities for mis-use each ticket was marked after receiving their freebie;
68 cups of tea/coffee and 27 bouncy castle 'go's' were given out.

The streets were bustling with people all day and we received lots of positive comments both on the day
and in the local press. On later enquiry most of the traders on the street reported an increase in their
takings.

General comments from organisers

® Plan early! We did and it made life a lot easier erelatively speaking,

e Don't underestimate the time it'll take - we worked out that, roughly, for 6 months Kate and | spent
one day a week on the event each, then four days a week each for the last couple of months. We also
had a working group that met about 6 times.

e Get loads of publicity out in advance and make it interesting. We used a cyclist with a recumbent
bike that housed a huge poster A-board. He cycled around Newark the previous Saturday making
sure everyone saw our posters and giving out leaflets - it was reported by the local paper. Make sure
you've got some nice 'photo-friendly' events on the day.

e [finviting VIP's make sure you invite them to a designated part of the day or a special tour.
Something that has clear start and finish times and explain what is expected of them ¢photo-shoot,
opening ceremony, press interview,. If possible include a chance for them to network at a VIP
reception. You'll guarantee better attendance from the VIPs and they should get more out of the
event and leave happy.

® Check local by-laws! In our consultation letter for local businesses, we asked for expressions of
interest in running a stall at the event. We later discovered that on-street trading is not allowed on the
three streets chosen for the event, owing to a resolution passed by the District Council in the 80's to
protect the local market. Luckily, we found out about this in good time during our consultation
process, but it changed our plans for the day significantly.
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Norwich

Closure of Tombland between Princes Street and Queen Street to all motor vehicles, stores, displays from
green groups, tables and chairs for people using cafes and restaurants, street entertainment.

Oxford

Closure of Broad Street in city centre to motors, Oxford Pedestrians Assoc. and Oxford Friends of the
Earth joined forces to organise a variety of festive activities on Sunday Sept 22 in Broad Street, between
10am and 4pm.

Redditch

Evesham Road was closed to motors from Headless Cross Drive to Birchfield Road.

Stockton-on-Tees
The purpose of celebrating Town, Without My Cartlay in Stockton-on-Tees was two-fold:

® To provide a reason to come into Stockton High Street on a Sunday, normally a non-trading day.
® To launch a new Traffic Regulation Order that would permanently limit motor access to the High
Street

The day was celebrated with the Mayor's Brass Band Festival. The event started with the Mayors Parade.
The Mayor arrived in a horse-drawn carriage, accompanied by mounted police, the Tees Valley Pipe Band
and a local Unicycling Club. Families enjoyed the music, a fun fair, horse-drawn carriage rides and
watching the skill of the unicyclists. Stagecoach, one of the local bus operators, offered a "two for the
price of one" special offer on Daytripper tickets.

New permanent traffic reduction scheme launched

A new Traffic Regulation Order *TRO, was launched which restricts access to the High Street in Stockton
town centre to buses and cycles between 6:00am and 6:00pm. This should reduce traffic levels by a third,
reducing both noise and emission levels, as well as improving safety. The zone also has a 20mph speed
limit in force.
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The event achieved significant local press coverage and plans are now being developed to improve cycle
parking in the High Street to encourage more cyclists to bike into the town centre. Pedestrian links from
the High Street to the local train station have also been improved through a signing scheme. It is hoped
that a bus challenge bid will enable us to run a new bus service from the High Street to the local train
station soon to be officially opened after a major revamp, to provide a "joined up" public transport
system.

Stoke-on-Trent

The day was a great success and the sun shone! A FREE Park & Ride site was set up for the day on the
outskirts of the City Centre. Royal Doulton, a local employer, kindly allowed us to use their premises for
the car park, and First donated free bus travel to and from the City Centre and to a nearby retail park. They
even provided an open top bus for people to use. 118 cars used the Park & Ride site, a total of almost 400
people used the bus as a result.

Cheapside, a city centre road, was closed for the day, and the opportunity was taken to fill it with
entertainment. There was a stunt cycle display, which drew large crowds; a circus workshop, where
children learnt to walk on stilts, to juggle and to spin plates; a fithess demonstration by Dimensions, a
local gym; and several stalls which promoted the health issues of being more active and what being
"TravelWise' could mean to people.

A stage was set up in the middle of the City Centre and local entertainers and children from performing
arts schools entertained passers by. The entertainment ranged from rappers and break-dancers to a skiffle
band. In fact something for everyone! There was also a Punch & Judy show telling transport-related
stories, stilt walker and face painters.

The idea was to raise awareness of people, when making travel choices. Huge banners were hung across
the City Centre, so that the public knew what the event was about. This was backed up by distributing
information leaflets and TravelWise scratch-off cards.

Warminster

Wiltshire County Council ran an event in Warminster in association with a new Home Zone initiative,
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Wells-next-the-Sea

The day was organised by the Transport Group of the North Norfolk Environmental Forum together with
Wells Town Council, with the support of Norfolk County Council Travelwise Department and North
Norfolk District Council.

It was celebrated with a fair on the Buttlands, a large grassy square in Wells, from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. One
side of the Buttlands was closed to traffic. Shelter was provided by gazebos, a dome, a yurt and a tepee.

Cycling was promoted: By encouraging residents and local cycling club members to cycle to the event.
Some people biked quite a distance; A day long stunt cycle display and Dr. Spin Off's funny bikes; The
first appearance in Norfolk of the "busycle" - a mini-bus and trailer designed to carry bikes, presently
being trialed in Suffolk; A 'bike doctor' stall provided by a local bike shop; Cycles available for hire from

a cycle hire company. In addition, cycle shop vouchers were given as prizes for a schools Art Competition
linked to the day. An exhibition of the pictures is now travelling around local libraries, advertising the day
and the work of the Environmental Forum.

Public Transport was promoted: By advertising the times of buses and trains to enable people to get to the
event from Norwich, Kings Lynn, and other towns; By paying for 20 tickets on the Wells and
Walsingham Light Railway; By promoting the planned Orbital Railway.

Other entertainments included international folk dancing with live music, dulcimer playing, art workshops
for children, badge making, face painting, and a model railway. Local arts, crafts and charities were
offered free stalls. As a result there were stalls selling food and drink, postcards and prints, pottery,
dresses, jewellery, handmade shoes, musical instruments, and plants.

Charities and voluntary organisations taking part included the Fairyland Trust, Amnesty International,
Oxfam, Signal Box Playgroup, the Police Safety Unit, Young Citizen Guild, and Independent Travellers.
The Environmental Forum stall carried information about its own work as well as that of other local
groups, including Butterfly Conservation, the Ramblers, and Sustrans.

The day was judged a great success by all participants and visitors.

Winchester

There were reservations about holding this event on a Sunday. However, with good weather and an
impressive turn-out of exhibitors, we attracted a large number of people to the historic city centre to enjoy
being in Winchester without their cars!

Interest in exhibiting at the Winchester's 'Alternative Transport Day' seems to continue to grow and in the
High Street over 20 exhibitors came along to display all manner of sustainable forms of transport
including electric and gas vehicles, electric bikes, scooters, buses «including one of Winchester's Park &
Ride buses,. Information was also available from bus and train companies as well as from environmental
groups and local authorities. Free rides were offered in a charming veteran 1931 Dennis bus swe've
certainly come a long way in terms of comfort, speed and pollution!,
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The Mayor of Winchester Cllr John Steel was able to test drive several of the ecologically friendly
vehicles being displayed, including an electric Toyota Prius used by Hampshire Constabulary. Visitors
sincluding an American visitor, were thrilled to take a short ride in the tiny Smart car and St Swithun's
electric racing cars *a school engineering project, were a big hit with younger children.

"The Square' was closed to all traffic during the day, making it possible for people to wander freely in this
area and enjoy the street entertainment. It was transformed with colourful planting and some of the pubs
and cafes spilled out onto the pavements which helped to enhance the atmosphere.

A creative workshop was popular with youngsters who were able to make plastic models of boats, trains,
buses and bikes. A children's roundabout appealed to very small children. Clowns rode around on
scooters and made balloons to order - they also gave free rides in a fun car and trailer.

‘The Huckleberries' soon had a seated audience outside Winchester Museum and visitors were able to
enjoy watching the traditional dance sequences from 'Winchester Morris Men' and 'Woodfidley'. The
'Singing Fireman' in his miniature fire engine amused passers-by with his own particular brand of
humour.

Questionnaires were completed by a number of visitors, exhibitors and traders and a video was made of
the day's activities.

One lucky Winchester resident won an electric Powabyke in a competition promoted by the local radio
station WINFM and a free travel competition was organised by Stagecoach in Hampshire.

Edinburgh

The City Council ran a Car Free Festival on the 22nd Sept involving the closure of part of George Street
in Central Edinburgh... All went amazingly well with over12,000 visitors attending on the day. There were
pedicabs, a farmers market, craft stalls, street entertainment, sculpture workshops, a range of activities,

exhibitions on council transport initiatives.

Glasgow

"In town without my car" was held in the Merchant City Area of Glasgow on Sunday 22 September.

Several streets were closed to motor traffic and parking, such as Bell Street, Wilson Street, Albion Street
and Candleriggs. Entertainment was provided by a Victorian funfair with gallopers, chair-o-plane,
helter-skelter, a steam organ, and coconut shy etc. There was also musical entertainment from a stage and
bandstand.

Local pubs, cafes and hotels provided on-street eating and drinking facilities, helping the public to see an
interesting and historical part of Glasgow City Centre in a new light and gain a vision of the benefits to be
had by turning the streets away from cars and making them part of the living environment.
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Wales
Cardiff

Cardiff was a first time participant in Town, Without My Cartlosing the High Street and most of St
Mary Street a main artery through the city centre, to motors. An event named "Fete of the Earth" was
held to celebrate the anniversary of the Rio Earth Summit, taking the form of craft stalls, street
entertainment, fairground rides, skate-boarding / BMX displays and live music from a variety of bands,
exhibitions and demonstrations on council initiatives, cycle races, guided walks and cycle rides.

Various wacky vehicles including an electric punt plied the streets, and two rickshaws were on hand all
day to give members of the public a chance to experience an environmentally friendly journey around the
City. The whole event was based around the local sustainability theme.

Co-ordinator Phillip Jones said: "The day was a great success with over 6,000 visitors enjoying the
carnival type atmosphere, and all major retail outlets improved on their normal business on a Sunday, e.g.
Howells department store enjoyed an 11% rise in sales. The most popular events proved to be the live
bands throughout the day, which attracted large crowds and gave the event a central focal point. There
was also great interest in the cycle maps and the rickshaw rides.

"There were no traffic problems on the day, and Cardiff Bus experienced no operational problems,
although the normal low Sunday levels of public transport services was a criticism which did not escape
the attention of the local press. The only other criticism received was positive: some stallholders suggested
that the event could have been extended into the evening or over the course of two days."
