I can now sit back and reflect on the old days, the good old PSV355 registration form which use to take me a while to file out and even longer to produce the maps, which was an out of date local A to Z.

The pressure of a Friday afternoon deadline with constant errors being made, mispronouncing the Welsh lingo, the fanatic photocopying and finally the race to the local Post Office to catch the last post, so that the registration will comfortably land on the Traffic Commissioner’s door mat on the Monday Morning.

Then you spot the obvious, a mistake involving the start date. “Ahhhh” and some mild swear words were often used.  
This should jog a lot of people’s memories who have used or are still completing the good old PSV355 form.
But now, EBSR a fantastic programme which works with Trapeze like no other.  Registrations now take minutes, feed back from Vosa is instant and errors finally coming to an end.  This is the future and I’ve embraced it, my job has become more proactive my time is more manageable and the Friday afternoon stress is replaced with a large cup of tea and three chocolate digestive biscuits.
