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Item 1
: Overspeed Setting in Digital Tachographs
There has been some confusion over the last few months as to what the “overspeed” setting should be. In order to clarify this issue-the attached table has been produced in order to clarify what the overspeed value should be set at, in order to meet the legal requirements of Commission Regulation (EC) No 1360/2002/EC. 
Technicians must input this value at the time calibration.
Item 2: Calibration Timing Exercise: Calibration Fees
In a previous Special Notice you were informed that a “Calibration Timing Exercise” was planned in order to evaluate whether the current fees are representative of the work being carried out.

Since then, a standardized calibration procedure for digital tachographs has been agreed with the Technical Support Organisations (TSOs) who provide the training. They have also been invited to participate further in the timing exercises themselves to gain an insight into the way in which the work is being carried out, and in order to give feedback to VOSA on any possible areas of oversight.

The timing work itself is underway and is likely to continue through until the end of June. After this period of time, the results will be evaluated and a consultation paper will be prepared to go to the relevant parties, such as TSOs, operator trade associations such as the RHA and FTA, as well as the Tachograph Repair Centres and DfT.

You will be kept informed of progress through the Special Notices in the coming months.
There is currently no change to the current maximum allowable fees chargeable by the Tachograph Centres.

Item 3: Tachograph Repairers List

Since the publication of the Tachograph Centre Manual in June 2005, a few changes have occurred to the list of Approved Tachograph Repairers. An updated list is enclosed with this Special Notice.
Item 4: Light vehicles-potential change to legislation

Despite the mandatory fitment of digital tachographs since the 1st May 2006, there are still a number of light vehicles and 4x4 vehicles which could come into scope of tachograph regulations which physically can’t be fitted with a digital tachograph in accordance with European Regulations.

As a result of this, the European Commission accepted that a revision to the appropriate legislation (1360/2002/EC) should be considered. A proposed text allowing the use of an “adaption device” on light vehicles only is to be discussed by a special committee. This is due to take place in May 2007. Whatever is agreed by that committee must then be sent to the European Parliament for their consideration. Therefore it is unlikely, due to the procedures involved, that any amendments to the legislation will be in place before September 2007.
At present, no adaption device is to be used with digital tachographs, and Tachograph Centres will be informed of any changes to the legislation through future Special Notices.
Item 5: Retention of “expired digital workshop cards” for 12 months

Workshop technicians must store “expired” workshop cards in the safe, after being issued with new cards. They should place the cards in a sealed envelope marked “expired cards” and each technician should sign the envelope to say the card is present in the envelope.

It is realized that this it is too late to do so for the 2007 issue of cards, but this is mandatory as of the 1st May 2007. This will be included in any revision to the Approved Tachograph Centre Manual.
Item 6: Storage and security of workshop cards, seals and plaques
Technicians are reminded that workshop cards are not to leave the workshop, and when they are not in use they should be stored in the slam box during the day and in the safe overnight. It should also be remembered that seals and plaques should be stored securely at all times. Any technician found failing to adhere to this will face disciplinary action under the guidelines laid down in The Approved Tachograph Centre Manual.

Item 7: Workshop Cards - 2007 Issue

As new cards have just been issued by DVLA from the 1st April for 2007, it would be prudent for each technician to check that the details stored on the card are correct. The technician should check the name, address and number details stored on the card are correct and are printed correctly on the plaques created by the PC software.

Item 8: Fees Payable for Workshop Approval and Renewal of Approval

As of the 1st April 2007 the fees payable for the Approval of a Tachograph Centre and the Annual Renewal of Approval have been increased by 5.5%.
