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Item 1: Siemens VDO Software Version 7.55 Accepted by VOSA
Siemens VDO now trading as Continental Automotive Trading UK Ltd (VDO) has released a new software version for the ATC / MTC programmer. The version number is 7.55. It is recommended that all Centres using this equipment have their software updated.
Item 2: Retro fitment of tachographs
Vehicles registered on or after 1st May 2006 which are used in scope of the tachograph regulations must be fitted with a digital tachograph system. 
Vehicles registered before 1st May 2006 and have come into scope of the drivers’ hours regulations after this date, may be fitted with an analogue or digital tachograph system.
Centres are reminded however, that since 1st May 2006, should the FULL analogue tachograph system (Tachograph head, wiring loom, motion sensor and slave speedometer where fitted) in a vehicle become inoperative the system must be replaced with a suitable digital tachograph system.
Item 3: Overspeed setting
Centres are reminded that the “overspeed” setting for digital tachographs is to be set in accordance with the table produced with Special Notice April 2007.
Item 4: Digital workshop card procedure on leaving employment
This is a reminder to Technicians that on leaving the employment of a centre they must leave their workshop card secured in the floor safe for collection / return to VOSA. 
The Designated Manager is to ensure that before a Technician leaves their employment his workshop card is returned to the floor safe and collection / return to VOSA is arranged.
