Item 1: Stoneridge – Ford Transit FWD digital tachograph adaptor

Item 2: Stoneridge – Ford Ranger digital tachograph adaptor

Item 3: Overspeed settings
There have been a number of reports recently of vehicles attending annual test or being stopped at roadside checks and it was found the overspeed setting in the digital tachograph was set to the incorrect speed. Vehicles found with the overspeed set incorrectly will be issued with a prohibition notice. Therefore any Centre that has knowingly set the overspeed to the incorrect setting should re-call the vehicle(s) and carry out a full recalibration of the tachograph entering the correct overspeed value. A table detailing the overspeed settings was enclosed with special notice 1-2007.
