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Item 1: GV213

Centre managers are requested that they notify Swansea directly on Telephone number 01792 454336 of any changes to the technicians listed on the GV213. VOSA are to be informed of the technicians leaving employment and any workshop cards for the technician are to be secured until collection arranged by VOSA. New technicians are not authorised to carry out tachograph work until a new GV213 has been issued by VOSA showing the technicians name and the technician’s name is placed on the VOSA database.

Item 2: Timing Exercise

Following the recent Tachograph Calibration Timing Exercise that was undertaken, I would like to pass on my thanks to all centres and technicians who assisted, for their willingness to support VOSA in this work.

Item 3: Roller Brake Tester Conversions

Tachograph centres may be aware that manufacturers have put forward proposals to have roller brake testers converted for use as tachograph calibration rollers. Centres are advised that due to the different regulations governing the layout of a Designated Premises (DP) and a tachograph calibration bay, that only premises meeting the tachograph calibration bay regulations would be considered for approval as an authorised tachograph centre.

However, the regulations governing the two types of premises are to be reviewed in the near future and further information will be issued.

At present, no Roller Brake Tester Conversion equipment has been accepted for use on the Tachograph Scheme.

Item 4: Documentation Storage

Due to recent flooding, centres are reminded that they are responsible to safe guard all tachograph records and documentation. It is recommended that copies of the GV212 are kept separate from all other records and in a position that should ensure they are protected from flood or fire damage. This should ensure a list of vehicles calibrated always remains available.

Item 5:  Intelligence information

Centres are reminded that they are responsible for reporting any unauthorised devices that are found fitted to vehicles or any cases of suspected tampering of the tachograph system to VOSA immediately and the entry on the GV212 must be highlighted.

Centres are reminded that the Tachograph is there as an aide to road safety, assisting in drivers hours compliance. The tampering of tachographs is not only illegal, but potentially dangerous.

Contact with VOSA can be made through the National phone number on the GV215 displayed on the notice board or via the local VOSA Tachograph Centre Regional Examiner. All reports of tampering will be dealt with confidentially.

Item 6: Gear box seals
Technicians are reminded to check the seal on the gearbox sender, and replace it with a seal that bears the number of the centre carrying out the calibration work. 
Item 7: Resetting “overspeed” and minor work on digital tachographs
There is no minor work to be performed on digital tachographs. Technicians are to carry out a full calibration to rectify incorrect overspeed settings. The regulations specify that following every inspection carried out by an approved workshop a new plaque shall be affixed in place of the previous one. A record of the calibration must be made on the GV212.
