Item 1: Actia D Box Software
Software version 4.01 for the Actia D Box has been accepted by VOSA. 
Item 2: Actia UTP10 Software
Software version 3.98 for the Actia UTP10 has been accepted by VOSA. 
Item 3: Suspected Tachograph Tampering
Centres are reminded that, should they find any signs of tampering with a tachograph system, they are to contact VOSA immediately to report the finding and the GV212 entry for that calibration is to be highlighted. 
Item 4: BAT Tachographs
BAT Tachographs are no longer authorised as a tachograph repairer under the Authorised Repair Scheme. No tachographs supplied by BAT bearing a repair date after 30th September 2007 can be accepted for fitment into a vehicle.
Item 5:  Positioning of Digital Tachographs in Driver’s View
It has come to light recently that a small number of light vehicles have provision in the gearbox for a sender unit to be fitted, but have no specific place on the dashboard where the Vehicle Unit (VU) can be placed. When determining where a VU may be installed, technicians must ensure that it is fitted into vehicles in accordance with Commission Regulation 1360/2002(Annex 1B). The Regulation specifies;
· Requirement 248a of Annex 1B requires: "The recording equipment must be positioned in such a way as to allow the driver to access the necessary functions from his seat". Therefore, the VU needs to be positioned within arm’s reach of the driver, and not behind any covers. The placement of a “VU” in the glove compartment or behind the front seat is not acceptable installation positions.
· Requirement 143 of Annex 1B requires: "Visual warnings shall be clearly recognisable by the user, shall be situated in the driver's field and shall be clearly legible both by day and night".

· If it is not in the field of vision (for example, it is positioned at knee height), then requirements 144 and 145 require consideration: 

· Req 144: Visual warnings may be built into the recording equipment or remote from the recording equipment.

· Req 145: In the latter case it shall bear a “T” symbol and shall be amber or orange.

Item 6:  Nissan Navara Tachograph Fitment
A system has been accepted to enable the fitment of a digital tachograph system to the Nissan Navara; the system requires the fitment of the sensor into the differential. A fitting instruction bulletin is available from local Nissan Dealers.
