Cheques and postal orders should be crossed and made payable to ‘VOSA’. For details of current fees please ring the VOSA national number on 0300 123 9000.   
3.  Please state clearly the reason(s) for making your Appeal.
4.  In order to make a determination in respect of an Appeal it will be necessary for VOSA to re-inspect the vehicle.  This will normally be carried out at the original VIC location.
5.  You will receive a response to your Notice of Appeal within 5 working days of receipt.  If your Appeal is accepted, you will be required to bring the vehicle to a mutually convenient appointment where the vehicle will be re-inspected by an independent VOSA Standards Officer.  

6.  In the majority of cases the result of the Appeal will be given immediately following the inspection.  However, in some cases, this may not be possible and the result will be made available as soon as possible.  In all cases written notification of the Appeal outcome, together with a summary, will be provided in due course.  If the Appeal is upheld a full refund of any Appeal fee paid will be made.  The VIC result will be amended as appropriate.  In the case of a pass, the result will then be notified to DVLA and the VIC marker will be removed from your vehicle record, allowing a V5C registration certificate to be issued.
